[bookmark: _7tg8n4vk10k3]Task 1: Personal Survey - Answer the following questions in full, complete sentences with proper spelling, grammar, and capitalization.

1. Describe a digital media project you’ve worked on (video, podcast, tiktok, photography, social media, or another type of media).  What role did you play and how did you contribute to the project’s success?  If you haven’t worked on a project yet, explain what kind of media project you would be interested in making and why.

2. What’s the most significant challenge you’ve faced while working on a media project, and how did you overcome it?  What did you learn from this experience?

3. What software, tools, or equipment are you familiar with in media production (e.g. cameras, editing software, sound recording devices, etc.)?  Describe how you’ve used them in past projects.

4. When you have been given a project that you don’t enjoy or have trouble getting motivated to start or finish, how have you overcome that?  How do you plan to overcome that issue in high school or this department?

5. Explain a time when you had to troubleshoot or solve a technical issue during a media project.  What steps did you take, and how did the technology you used affect the final product?  If you don’t have a media project example, talk about a time you had to troubleshoot or solve a problem on a project.

6. How do you think media influences the way people perceive information, and what responsibility do media creators have in shaping public opinion?  Provide examples if possible.

7. What is an example of a media piece (film, show, news, social media post) that changed your perspective on an issue?  How did the content influence your views, and why do you think it was effective?


[bookmark: _j9njuk2t7ys0]Task 2: Creative Writing - Choose one prompt to write as a short story.  The story must be between 300-500 words, including a beginning, middle, climax, and end (each section should be a new paragraph).

1. The Mystery Behind the Door: Imagine you are exploring an abandoned building when you discover a locked door that you’ve never noticed before.  You manage to open it, and what you find inside changes everything.
a. Beginning: Set the scene - describe the abandoned building and your feelings as you approach and explore it.   Why are you there?  What do you notice about the door?  Build suspense here.
b. Middle: Describe the moment you open the door.  Use all five of your senses (taste, touch, sight, smell, hearing).  What do you see?  Use your imagination to show what’s inside, how it surprises or shocks you and what happens next.
c. Climax: Something major happens after you discover what’s inside the door that changes the story forever.  This is the point of no return - what will your protagonist do?  Does your character get put in danger or a secret is revealed to them.  Everything is at stake here for your character - will they reach their goal?
d. Ending: Conclude your story by explaining how your character reacts or escapes the situation.  Did they reach their goal or did they fail?  How have things changed from the beginning?  How did the discovery change them?  Do not leave the ending as a “To be continued…”

2. A World Without Technology: Imagine you (or your character) wake up one day, and all technology - phones, computers, internet, cars, TV - doesn’t work anymore.  Describe what happens over the next 24 hours.
a. Beginning: Set the scene - describe a typical day with technology (this can also be in the future)!  How does the technology stop working - what happens?  How does it affect the character, the world?  Explain how the character reacts.
b. Middle: Show how the immediate world around the character reacts.  How does the character’s family, friends, and community cope without the technology.  What challenges are being faced?
c. Climax: A major event happens in this new world - maybe a large new problem that needs to be solved, adaptation, wars, resource guarding, etc.  How does the character handle this new world without technology?  This is the point of no return - what is at stake?
d. Ending: Conclude your story by showing if the character has reached their goal or not.  Was the world saved or does it still need saving?  Does the character and world like this new world?  Why or why not? Do not leave the ending as a “To be continued…”
